The CBSA is an athlete centered organization and is seeking to fill positions in its coaching staff for the Junior National Goalball Teams.  The positions available are;

Reporting to the High Performance Director, the junior program coaching staff is responsible for leading the Canadian Junior National Goalball Team at the IBSA World Youth Championships. 
The Coaching Staff is expected to respect and abide by the Coaches of Canada ethical coaching guidelines at all times.
The Canadian National Goalball Coaching Staff is responsible for administering the CBSA High Performance Goalball plan and is accountable for results.  In so doing, the Coaching Staff will focus on the delivery and documentation of sport services in pursuit of the highest level of personal and team performance at the event.

The successful candidates will require experience in team building, performance assessment, player positioning, strategy and tactics, skill instruction, evaluation, intervention, long and short term planning as well as excellent record keeping and reporting.  These skills must be applicable to both developing and high performance athletes alike.  Experience in game play analyses is also important.  Ideal candidates will show interest in the long term development of the CBSA junior program.
All applicants are expected to have a police background check completed prior to any interview indicating an ability to work with juniors and vulnerable populations.
The Canadian National Goalball Coaching Staff will be seasonal contractors of the CBSA.
