Canadian Blind Sports Paralympic Goalball Teams Unbeaten After Day 1
September 7th 2008 (Beijing, China) – Canadian Blind Sports Paralympic Men’s and Women’s Goalball Teams remain unbeaten after the first day of competition.  

The Canadian women survived a scare having fallen behind by a score of 3 – 1 midway through the second half to powerhouse Sweden, but they mounted an impressive comeback and ended up finishing the match as a 3 – 3 draw.

The veteran trio of Amy Alsop (Saskatoon, SK), Annette Lisabeth (Langton, ON), and Nancy Morin (Montréal, QC) each notched a goal, while Alsop showed her trademark form on defense blocking a whopping 37 of Sweden’s 56 shots.

Canadian Blind Sports Men’s Paralympic Goalball Team fared even better in their first match soundly defeating Iran by a score of 9 – 5.  Mario Caron (St-Jean Port Jolie, QC) demonstrated why he is the all-time leading Paralympic goal scorer for men’s Goalball, notching 5 goals at even strength while adding another 3 on penalties for a total of 8.  Rob Christy (Ottawa, ON) scored the other goal.
Next up, Canadian Blind Sports Paralympic Men’s Goalball Team will look to carry their momentum into a match with geographic rivals Team USA (5:00-5:45 am EST, Sept 8th), while Canadian Blind Sports Paralympic Women’s Goalball Team set to take on Brazil immediately after (6:00 – 6:45 am EST, Sept 8th).

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The Canadian Blind Sports Association is the recognized national sports organization for Goalball in Canada and advocates within the sport system on behalf of Canadians who are blind / visually impaired.

Goalball is a fast-paced, Paralympic sport played by athletes who have a visual impairment or who are blind.  Played three on three, on a volley-ball size court, players track the ball by sound as they defend blistering shots upwards of 80 kilometers per hour.
